Usually during Advent, as you probably re-
member over the last few years, I would devote the
homily at Mass on Sunday to particular characters in
the Nativity story. This year we will be doing some-
thing slightly different; every week we will look at a
couple of saints from various times and walks of life.
The 1dea 1s to consider some of the fruits of Christ
coming here to this earth, and what better way to do
that than to look at some of the saints who evidenced
in a particular way the effects of God’s grace on the
human body and soul. To that end, along with the
weekend homily on the subject of the given saints for
that weekend, we will have this extra page in the bulle-
tin with a few 1images of those saints and a couple of
prayers through their intercession.
