Notes from Fr. Anthony ........

The month of the
Sacred Heart of Jesus

As I believe we all know, June 1s the month of the Sacred
Heart of Jesus. The Heart that suffers out of His great love
for us. The Heart that in His humility bears so many outrag-
es and msults against His goodness and Divine Love. This 1s
what the month 1s devoted to - Humility and not pride. The
sacrificial and suffering love of our Savior. A love based on
mnocence and purity and holiness - not the false idea of
love promoted by the world that finds its fulfillment in one-
self or one’s desires. There 1s the tendency in our world to
celebrate the very things that separate us from God, to pro-
claim my behavior and thoughts as the measure of things,
not the eternal truths of the Faith and the revelations of
Scripture. The evil one 1s doing all he can to wage war
against the children of God, as we are told in Revelations 12,
17: Then the dragon became angry with the woman and
went off to wage war against the rest of her offspring, those
who keep God’s commandments and bear witness to Jesus.

It can all seem very depressing at times as there 1s such
animosity against the true followers of Christ and the attack
on innocence and purity 1s so blatant. Children are used as
pawns and test subjects for ideologies and social experi-
ments and we still wonder why they are getting more and
more violent and why so many of the young turn to drugs or
alcohol or the myriad of other addictions. They are offered
everything but true, wholesome love by our society. Why so
many of them mmmerse themselves in the virtual world of
facebook and twitter and Instagram and all these other
things and why they can have such a difficult ime founding
normal, healthy relationships. Why so many run after all the
new trends or fads they see online or are constantly compar-
g their looks, talents or possessions to the social media
stars.

Take a moment to look at the data concerning human
trafficking of children in our country and our world. In the

USA last year there were almost 360.000 entries of children
reported missing and of that number around 109,000 are
estimated to be victims of human trafficking. When was the
last time that made news headlines or became a subject for
government initiatives? When was that called a top priority
of our leaders and a focus of our local and national atten-
tion? Recently, as in last week, there was a news story about
the rescue of 25 missing children in southeast Michigan, so
this 1s definitely not something outside of our area. Reading
the responses of one of the US Marshals involved in that
rescue, we find a very telling fact, he said that: "We found
that when we recovered them - that nobody cared about
them".

Matthew 19, 14: Jesus said, “Let the children come to
me, and do not prevent them; for the kingdom of heaven
belongs to such as these.”

In that single sentence from the Gospel, we have the cure
for the majority of the 1ills in our world. Innocence is not
only protected but nurtured by Christ. The innocent lamb
has a special love for the mnocent child. Our task 1s to pro-
tect and safeguard the innocence of the children, to protect
and lead in the ways of holiness and purity those young
adults entrusted to our care. To fight for them, that they
may have the opportunity to have a childhood and youth of
love and joy and not be indoctrinated by the world around
us. Our task 1s to lead the little ones and all those around us
to Christ. To lead them to Jesus, whose Sacred Heart burns
and suffers out of such a deep love for us. A few verses of
the beautiful old hymn 7o Jesus Heart All Burning summa-
rize this: O Heart, for men on fire, with love no man can
speak, my yet untold desire God gives me for thy sake.
While ages course along, blest be with loudest song, the Sa-
cred Heart of Jesus by ev'ry heart and tongue. As thou art
meek and lowly, and ever pure of heart, so may my heart be
wholly of thine the counterpart.

Jesus meek and humble of heart, make our hearts like
unto thine.
