For our struggle is not with flesh and blood but with 
the principalities, with the powers, with the world rul-
ers of this present darkness, with the evil spirits in the 
heavens. Therefore, put on the armor of God, that 
you may be able to resist on the evil day and, having 
done everything, to hold your ground. So stand fast 

with your loins girded in truth, clothed with righteous-
ness as a breastplate, and your feet shod in readiness 
for the gospel of peace. In all circumstances, hold faith 
as a shield, to quench all [the] flaming arrows of the 
evil one. And take the helmet of salvation and the 
sword of the Spirit, which is the word of God.” 

    May we be able to echo with St. Joan of Arc “Go 
forward bravely. Fear nothing. Trust in God; all will be 
well.”  So to close, it has been an interesting couple of 

years so far and I look forward to getting to know you 

more as time goes by and we grow together as a par-
