We are now over halfway through the beautiful month of 

May. The month of the Blessed Virgin Mary. The flowers 

are blooming and the weather seems to finally be taking a 

step up. It has been an odd spring, most definitely, up until 

this point. It sometimes seemed that we would never have 

consistently warm weather and yet here we are. This month 

also there are congratulations are in order to all those young 

souls who have received our Blessed Lord in the Eucharist 

for the first time, may God bless you! 

    As it is the month of Mary, we should reexamine our own 

devotion to the Mother of our Savior. I must say that I find 

it saddening when I am speaking to someone and they know 

so little about Mary, or how often I have had a child in con-

fession tell me they couldn’t say the hail Mary’s for penance 

they received because they didn’t know how. The family is 

the first school, the first place where a child learns and de-

velops habits – we learn either to pray or learn to not pray. 

Think back to the first prayers you learned and who taught 

them to you. Let us ask ourselves when was the last time we 

prayed the rosary together as a family or as a couple or as 

friends? When was the last time we prayed the rosary to-

gether bringing our petitions and cares and those of our 

loved ones to our Blessed Mother?

If we aren’t sure 

how to pray these prayers or would desire to pray with oth-

ers when we are alone, go on youtube and you will be sur-

prised how many options there are to help with that, in dif-

ferent countries at different churches etc...

    Let us take advantage of the time God gives us to grow in 

holiness and sanctify ourselves and the world. Things in this 

world will only improve if we draw closer to God, if we use 

the opportunities He gives and the help of Mary and the 

saints and angels to bring more of His grace into our world.
