APRIL SAINT OF THE MONTH - ST. GIANNA BERETTA MOLLA 

Gianna Beretta Molla is the Patron Saint of unborn babies, mothers and physi-

cians 

Born: October 4, 1922      -    Died: April 28, 1962 

Canonized: May 16, 2004 by Pope John Paul II 

Feast Day - April 28th 

 Gianna was born in Magenta (Milan), Italy. She was the 10th of 13 children. As a 
young girl she accepted the gift of faith. She experienced life as a marvelous gift 
from God and had a strong faith in Providence and was convinced of the neces-
sity and effectiveness of prayer. Gianna earned degrees in medicine and sur-
gery. She considered her vocation in medicine as a mission. She belonged to the 
St. Vincent de Paul Society. Gianna focused her time especially on the very 
young, mothers, the elderly and the poor. She loved God's creation through 
skiing and mountaineering. 

 Gianna married Pietro Molla September 24, 1955. She was a happy wife and 
became a mother in 1956. She had her second child in 1957 and her third child 
was born in 1959. She easily harmonized her life as a mother, wife, doctor and 
her passion for life. In 1961, toward the end of the second month of her fourth 
pregnancy she was struck by suffering and the mystery of pain. She had devel-
oped a fibroma in her uterus. Before a required surgical operation and her 
knowledge of the risk that her continued pregnancy brought, she pleaded with 
the surgeon to save the life of her unborn child. She entrusted herself to prayer 
and divine guidance and care from God. She spent the remaining seven months 
of her pregnancy in unrelenting care to the tasks of motherhood and her posi-
tion of physician. She worried that the baby in her womb might be born in pain 
and she asked God to prevent that. Come back next week for St. Gianna's road 
to sainthood to continue.
