Notes from Fr. Anthony ........

We are now in what we call the Easter season and 1t
lasts until Pentecost, which comes up 50 days after East-
er. The Faster season 1s a beautiful ime in the hiturgy
where we hear of the beginnings of the Church after the
Resurrection and we can place ourselves in the shoes of
the apostles and the first Christians as we take the time
to really reflect on the importance of the Resurrection
for our lives and also what a central part of our faith it 1s.
We see the changes in nature around us as well as she
rejoices in the constant care of the Creator. The days are
getting longer and we see the sun shine more often. The
flowers and trees are blooming and the birds are becom-
g more active. This all drives home the point that we
are living 1n a particular time of the year, the new life in
nature 1s a symbol of the new life we achieve i Christ.
We are to die to the old life of sin and be reborn in the
new life of grace. The new life in the light of Christ.

With that in mind, we are aware that planting season
1s upon us. Since we are what they call “rural” parishes -
otherwise known as country parishes - we see and un-
derstand how important this time of the year 1s. We
drive by the fields and see them being plowed and diced
and prepared for a new growing season. I believe we all
realize how important a
good harvest 1s, for us and
for the many others who de-
pend on it throughout our
country. We also know that
i all truth, we have very lit-
tle power over it all in the
end.

While we can prepare as best as we can and work hard,
none of us can force a seed to grow. No one has ever
forced the corn or wheat to grow by yelling at it or re-
minding it of how much work was put in. Nature cannot
be threatened or forced into growth. This i1s one of the
reasons why the Church has always tried to underscore
the importance of faith and the role of our good God n
this. Nature functions by the command of God. With
the in mind, the Church has always had special blessings
for fields and food. There are even special Mass prayers
connected with this.

Last year we did the Mass with prayer for rain and the
good Lord heard our prayers; this year we are going to
start our growing season with the Mass at seedtime. On
‘Wednesday of this week - the 20" - we will have our
Mass at the regular time: starting with adoration and con-
fessions at 5:30pm, Mass at 6:30pm and after Mass we
will pray the rosary together asking for the intercession
of our Blessed Mother and St. Isidore during the grow-
ing season. You are all invited to attend and pray with us.
It might be your own garden that you are planting, it
might be you are a farmer or have family or friends who
are. Regardless, we are all beneficiaries of a good grow-
g season and a little prayer goes a long way. So please
Join us this Wednesday evening at St. Isidore for a Mass
for seedtime and adoration and the rosary.
