Notes from Fr. Anthony ........

Rotten fruit from rotten seeds

Last week, I wrote that we are going to spend a few
weeks going over some of the heresies and heretics that
have plagued the Church. It might surprise some of you
that the first heresies to come about, began in the lifetimes
of the Apostles. They were for the most part attempts to
bring certain pagan customs into the Church and often had
a heavy accent of sexual immorality, unbridled licentious-
ness and so on. A few of the examples we see in the Letters
of St. Paul, St Peter, St. Jude and St. John and 1t 1s these
Apostles as well who begin with the first excommunications
and condemnations of these heresies.

We shall start by looking at a couple of recurring ad-
monitions and condemnations of these groups by the
Apostles. In the First Letter of John, 18-28: “Children, it 1s
the last hour; and just as you heard that the antichrist was
coming, so now many antichrists have appeared. Thus we
know this is the last hour. They went out from us, but they
were not really of our number; if they had been, they
would have remained with us. Therr desertion shows that
none of them was of our numbper. But you have the anoint-
g that comes from the holy one, and you all have
knowledge. I write to you not because you do not know the
truth but because you do, and because every lie is alien to
the truth. Who 1s the lar? Whoever denies that Jesus 1s
the Christ. Whoever denies the Father and the Son, this is
the antichrist. No one who denies the Son has the Father,
but whoever confesses the Son has the Father as well.”
We see here the beginning of the Christological heresies
that dispute Christ as being the immortal, Divine, Son of
God. This theme pops up quite a bit in the following cen-
turies and some of the bigger heresies of the early centu-
ries. In the Letter to the Colossians, 16-18, Paul confronts

certain heresies already present: “Let no one, then, pass

Judgment on you in matters of food and drink or with re-

gard to a festival or new moon or sabbath. These are shad-
ows of things to come; the reality belongs to Christ. Let no
one disquality you, delighting in self-abasement and wor-
ship of angels, taking his stand on visions, inflated without
reason by his fleshly mind.” He points to the worship of
the elements and angels as ways the faith is being twisted.
We can also see the connection between these new here-
sies and the immoral behavior of these groups, a certain
compromise they reached with the ways of the world at the
expense of the true faith. Paul points out the infatuation
they have with visions, with personal experiences, and we
see the beginning of the gnostic and transcendentalist here-
sy. This 1s also something we see certain movements in the
current Church are in danger of, when an emphasis 1s
placed upon some physical/emotional reaction to the pres-
ence of the Holy Spirit - such as passing out and such
things as that found in certain charismatic circles - while
these things can happen, often these subyective things are
being taken as definitive signs or proof of His presence be-
cause the person feels it to be so. Another way this gives
beginning to the future transcendentalist movement is that
we see also the inordinate desire to be self-fulfilling in the
sense of knowledge of God - that my personal experiences
are the true source of knowledge of God, not the Scrip-
tures or the Magisterium of the Church. And on that note,
that will be it for this week, next week we will look at anoth-
er heresy found 1n the hifetime of the Apostles and then we
shall move on to the history of the Church in the first few
centuries.
